A NEW study has found that at just four months old, 
ravens are as smart as orangutans and gorillas!

Ravens are big black birds in the crow family. They are well 
known for being clever-clogs! Experts know they can work 
together to find food, and collect and use tools. 

A new study has shown just how smart they are compared to 
other animals. 

Scientists adjusted a test usually used on apes such as gorillas, 
orangutans and chimpanzees. It tested the ravens’ learning 
abilities and their social skills. For example, do they understand 
where objects go when they can’t see them any more? Many 
animals find this hard.

Eight young ravens were hand-raised especially for the study. 
They were given the test at four, eight, 12 and 16 months old. 

The researchers found that at just four months old, the ravens 
were able to complete the test just as well as adult apes could. 
Not bad for a creature with a brain the size of a nut!

Calling someone ‘bird-brained’ used to be an insult. Perhaps it 
should now be a compliment!
